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London is the capital of England and of the United Kingdom, with a population of about 7 million. It is the largest city in Britain and one of the largest in the world. London is one of the world's most important commercial and cultural centres.

London was founded a long time ago by the Romans and at that time it was called Londinium. Its long history explains why London does not have just one centre, it has a number of centres: the financial centre called the City, the shopping and entertainment centre in West End, the government centre in Westminster.

London's buildings attract millions of tourists from overseas each year. The most famous older buildings in London include Buckingham Palace (the monarch's residence in London), the Houses of Parliament, St. Paul's Cathedral (which is the second largest church in Europe), Westminster Abbey (where kings and queens are crowned), and the Tower of London.

Many tourists visit Madame Tussaud’s Museum because it is very famous. There are wax models of pop stars and lots of other famous people. There is always a queue at the museum because people want to take some pictures with the models of the celebrities.

Another place often visited by tourists is The Globe Theatre. It opened in 1997 but it isn’t a modern theatre. It is a wooden building and most of the audience stand in the open air. It is a copy of the original theatre. William Shakespeare wrote and performed his plays there but it burnt down over 400 years ago.

I haven’t been to London yet, but it is my dream. I hope my dream will come true one day.
